JUG/SCALE CALIBRATING PROCEDURE

The following procedure is to be used annually to calibrate all jugs/scales used for measuring chemical for spray applications:

1. Place a suitably sized weight on scales to ensure scales are reading accurately (i.e. 1kg weight = 1kg reading on scales).
2. Record this reading in an appropriate place as evidence of scale calibration.
3. Should scale be out of calibration, adjust accordingly & record adjustment made.
4. Next, remove 1kg weight and weigh empty jug.  Record weight.

5. Then fill jug to 1 Litre capacity.  Reading on scales should = 1kg plus weight of jug.
6. Record the calibration date either on the jug or on a suitable form as evidence of annual calibration.

7. Should jug be out of calibration, replace immediately.
