Re-entry onto Sprayed Blocks Procedure
________________ Orchard is aware that chemicals can be harmful and seeks to minimize the risk of injury to workers by substituting chemicals for safer substances, where applicable.

All risks related to using hazardous substances have been identified and assessed and a Register of Hazardous Substances is kept.  As a result of this, the following rules have been enforced:

1. Spraying to be done at the most appropriate time to avoid the need for re-entry onto sprayed blocks inside of the re-entry period.

2. Workers to be notified of re-entry periods onto sprayed blocks, before spraying commences.

3. Personal protective equipment to be provided for workers if re-entry periods cannot be adhered to.

4. Re-entry times will be monitored by way of the Chemical Application Records and the Supervisor will notify workers when it is safe to re-enter the sprayed blocks.
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
